Dead Animal Dissal Rule Interested Parties:

State Board of Health rule WAC 246-203-120 regulates the disposal of solid waste and dead animals under the authority
provided by ROW 43.20.0502b. This rule was adopted in 1960 and does not reflect more recent laws and rules
administered by the Departments of Ecology and Agriculture. Attached are a copy of this rule and a listing of other laws
and rules that apply to the disposal of dead animals.

WAC Statutes & Rules
246-203-120.doc Affecting Dee.,

During the 2005legislative session, Substitute Senate Dill 5602 was passed containing a provision in Section 2 l0c that
the State Board of Health report the status of rulemaking regarding clarifying requirements for the disposer of dead
animals. The new law contains a provision that the Department of Ecology and the Department of Agriculture, in
consultation with the Department of Health, develop guidelines for composting livestock. The new law also exempts
composters of bo4ne and equine carcasses from metals testing and permit requirements in Ecology rules, under certain
conditions.
